EXPANSIVE POTENTIAL
Our graphic iden�ty has the poten�al to expand and represent iden��es as the community grows.

When the stars align, we’ll be pawsi�vely ready 
for this new world order.

We represent our organiza�on with both a tradi�onal seal, a simplified symbol, and an abbreviated logo.

Our growing membership and presence compelled us to update and expand our visual iden�ty. We 
needed a system that could represent us across various pla�orms, which called for a rebrand led by 

volunteering commi�ee members. 

Our seal is intricately designed with precise 
angles, radial geometry, and custom le�erforms 
that elevate us by a mile.

Our rebrand introduces a new seal comprised of 
three elements that reflect our core iden��es. 
The paw represents our pets, the rope border 
alludes to our handlers, and the mountains are 
styled a�er the Denver flag.  

This seal offers a wider set of varia�ons because 
of the removal of finer details. Its simplicity is key 
to versa�lity.

Our symbol is versa�le in different sizes and uses. 
It honors the geometric inten�on of the seal 
through a simplified cropping and an equal 
division of rope sec�ons. This symbol lends itself 
to use in a logo featuring our abbreviated name.

This seal is a testament to our establishment as 
an organiza�on. In the rebrand, we honor the 
reference to the Coloradan colors, the central 
paw, and the mountains on the horizon. 

As we sought to represent ourselves via a wider 
range of pla�orms, the founding seal’s 
complexity and authorship restricted how we 
represent and promote our organiza�on.

Honoring Our Colors Significance of 72

Hitting Every Corner

The color pale�e isn’t original, but it’s neither directly 
borrowed. Our color selec�ons are intended to fit both 
the Denver flag, a tradi�onally darker pale�e, and the 
Pup Play flag, which is tradi�onally vibrant. 

The bordering rope comes in 72 sec�ons, a number that 
also correlates with the degrees of each corner in a 
pentagon. This shape represents the 5 founders of MiH-
PaH’s original board.

The mountains inspired by the Denver flag are designed 
with perfect right angles. These four 90° angles are a 
testament to Colorado’s four corners.
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Outward Expansion
The arching le�ers in the seal are customized to arch 
outwards in a manner that op�cally corrects them to the 
curve. These shapes also allude to our expanding nature.
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
